An example of a Regular –ER Verb 

in the Present Tense

Comer—To Eat
	(yo)         como-I eat

	(nosotros)    comemos-we eat

	(tú)          comes-you eat

	(vosotros)      coméis-y’all eat

	(él/ella)   come-she/he eats;

Ud.                   you(f) eat

	(ellos/ellas)  comen-they eat;

Uds.                     y’all(f) eat


Tener is an irregular verb in the present tense because it does not follow the pattern of regular 

–ER verbs.

Tener—To Have
	(yo)         tengo-I have


	(nosotros)    tenemos-we have

	(tú)          tienes-you have


	(vosotros)      tenéis-y’all have

	(él/ella)   tiene-she/he has;

Ud.                   you(f) have


	(ellos/ellas)  tienen-they have;

Uds.                     y’all(f) have


Tener is a Tienes Shoe Verb.  The e in the stem changes to an ie inside the tienes shoe.  The red part below illustrates this.
	(yo)         tengo-I have


	(nosotros)    tenemos-we have

	(tú)          tienes-you have

	(vosotros)      tenéis-y’all have

	(él/ella)   tiene-she/he has;

Ud.                   you(f) have


	(ellos/ellas)  tienen-they have;

Uds.                     y’all(f) have


Although tener is irregular, it still has the same –ER verb endings as the verb comer in all forms except the yo form. 
	(yo)         tengo-I have


	(nosotros)    tenemos-we have

	(tú)          tienes-you have


	(vosotros)      tenéis-y’all have

	(él/ella)   tiene-she/he has;

Ud.                   you(f) have


	(ellos/ellas)  tienen-they have;

Uds.                     y’all(f) have


When in doubt, sing the TENER SONG to yourself!  If you pronounce it correctly, you will get all forms correct except for the vosotros form (it’s not in the song)!
