Things to remember about adjectives

1. Adjectives must agree with the noun in number (singular or plural) and gender (masculine or feminine).

i.e. the red book

     el libro rojo—libro is masc. & sing.; rojo is masc. & sing. 

2. Adjectives usually follow the nouns that they modify.

i.e. the intelligent girl 

     la chica inteligente—the adj. inteligente has to follow the noun chica 
3. Adjectives of quantity or possessive adjectives are placed in front of the nouns that they modify.

i.e. two books   



     dos libros—the adj. dos has to come before the noun libros because it    




             is an adjective of quantity

     mi casa—the adj. mi has to come before the noun casa because it is a 




         possessive adjective

How to make nouns or adjectives plural

· If the word ends in a vowel, add an –s to make it plural.

i.e. book—libro, books—libros 

· If the word ends in a consonant (other than z), add an –es to make it plural.

i.e. blue shoe—zapato azul, blue shoes—zapatos azules

· If the word ends in a z, change the z to a c and add an –es. 

i.e. the pencil—el lápiz, the pencils—los lápices
The above rules apply to mostly all cases.  However, there are exceptions to nearly every rule in Spanish.
